ST THERESE’S CENSORSHIP POLICY

RATIONALE
Catholic educators have an inherent duty of care to protect students from materials, which may be harmful to their development. At St Therese’s the selection, management and use of resources is monitored with this in mind.

AIMS
This policy:
· Guides teachers in the selection, management and use of age appropriate resource materials.
· Encourages the teaching of critical literacy skills across all KLA areas.
· Guides the school community to informed decisions about challenging and controversial issues.

IMPLEMENTATION
· Use the CSO Censorship Policy to guide practices for the selection, management and acceptable use of resources  in the following areas: 
· Print Media

· Electronic Media

· Human Resources

· Film

· Music

· Broadcast Media

· Teach students critical information literacy skills

· Develop and implement User Agreements for school-based technology projects

· Organise CSO Workplace, Internet, Email and Network User Agreements for all staff and students
· Restrict access to software where deemed inappropriate.

· Monitor student use of computer.
· Liaise with CSO LT Officer to ensure CSO guidelines are met.

BUDGET

The school will devote a proportion of its budget to the provision of funds for professional development to support staff, and to purchase resources, in relation to this policy.

EVALUATION
This policy will be evaluated every 4 years or as the need arises.
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
